Unpack & Inspect:
1) Unpack the BM2 In Grade Ballast from its shipping container.

2) Check that there are no damaged or missing components.

3) If the ballast is shipped completely assembled, remove the five
Ballast Cover Screw’s and four Wiring Cover Screw’s with a
1/8” hex tool.

4) Remove the Luminaire/Ballast Module and Wiring Cover
from the Ballast Housing.

Install Ballast Housing In-grade:

1) At the desired location, prepare an appropriate size hole for the
Ballast Housing.

2) Run Supply Conduit (not supplied) to the prepared hole. Note:
Check all applicable building codes for requirements regarding
landscape lighting conduit and cable.

3) Place the Ballast Housing in-grade and attach the Supply
Conduit to the Wiring Compartment using Threaded Con-
duit Connectors (not supplied), adhering to all standards and
practices for creating a water tight junction between the Wiring
Compartment and Supply Conduit. Note: The Wiring Com-
partment has two 3/4” NPT and one 1/2” NPT threaded open-
ings for conduit entry.

4) Cap any unused threaded conduit entries on the bottom
of the Wiring Compartment with brass NPT pipe plugs
to ensure a water tight seal. Note: The Ballast Housing
is shipped with one open 3/4” NPT, one pre-plugged
3/4” NPT, and one pre-plugged 1/2” NPT conduit en-
tries.

5) Secure the Ballast Housing by filling in the hole with
dirt or cement until flush with the top of the housing.

6) Feed Supply Wire through the Supply Conduit into
the Wiring Compartment to facilitate connection.

Make Electrical Connections:

1) Luminaire will be mounted to the Ballast Compart-
ment Cover/Ballast Module, and wired to the ballast
from the factory. Do not disassemble as this may
cause damage or injury and void the warranty!

2) Using the supplied Ballast Wire Nuts, connect the
Pass-Thru Output Wires in the Ballast Housing to the
Ballast Input Wires. (‘Green’ to ‘Green’, ‘White’ to
‘White’, and ‘Black’ to remaining ballast input lead.)
Note: Zip tie leads together to make them easier to
manage.

3) Using the appropriate size wire nuts, connect the Pass-
Thru Input Wires in the Wiring Compartment to any

Supply Wires and thru-wires. (‘Green’ to ‘Green’, ‘White’ to
‘White’, and ‘Black’ to ‘Black’.) Note: Check label on Ballast
Module to make sure ballast is rated for the supply power.

Re-assemble:

1) Double check all wiring, power, and conduit connections.

2) Clean and inspect the Ballast Cover Gasket, the Wiring
Cover Gasket and their mating surfaces on the Ballast Hous-
ing.

3) Carefully slip all input power wiring and connectors into the
Wiring Compartment.

4) Replace the Wiring Compartment Cover and four Wiring
Cover Screws. Tighten screws with a 1/8” hex tool until the
Wiring Cover Gasket is thoroughly compressed.

5) Slip the Ballast Module into the Ballast Housing, being care-
ful not to damage the wiring.

6) Install the five Ballast Cover Screw’s and tighten with a 1/8”
hex tool until the Ballast Cover Gasket is thoroughly com-
pressed.

7) Add lamp and accessories to the Luminaire, and aim per its
installation instructions.
