Remove Faceplate and Mounting Bracketry from Housing.
Dig hole for Housing and run supply cable in accordance with all applicable installation codes and standards.

Feed supply cable thru Housing and place housing in hole so that the top edge is even with the desired finished elevation.

Fill bottom 3” of Housing with gravel for drainage.

Fill/concrete around Housing.

Wire supply cable to 16-2 cable on fixture using connectors that comply with all applicable installation codes and standards. Note:
Ensure that power being supplied is suitable for fixture.

Slip Mounting Bracketry into Housing, under the two Horizontal Aiming Locking Screws.

Install Lamp and Accessory Lenses , and aim as described below.
Install Faceplate to Collar using the four Faceplate Screws.
