Prior Approval: Unless otherwise provided for in the Contract documents, proposed product substitutions may be submitted no later than TEN (10) working days prior to the date established for receipt of bids.  Acceptability of a proposed substitution is contingent upon the Architect’s review of the proposal for acceptability and approved products will be set forth by the Addenda.  If included in a Bid are substitute products which have not been approved by Addenda, the specified products shall be provided without additional compensation.

Submittals which do not provide adequate data for the product evaluation will not be considered.  The proposed substitution must meet all requirements of this section, including but not neccessarily limited to, the following: Single source materials suppliers (if specified in Section 1.5); panel design, size, composition, color, and finish; suspension system component profiles and sizes; compliance with the referenced standards.

A. Product Data:  Submit manufacturer’s technical data for each ceiling component required.

B. Installation Instructions:  Submit manufacturer’s installation instructions as referenced in Part 3, Installation.

C.
Samples:  Samples appropriate to represent the specified metal panel, mounting rails and cross rails.
D.
Shop Drawings:  Layout and details of ceilings.  Show locations of items which are to be coordinated with, or supported by the ceilings.

E. Certifications:  Manufacturer’s certifications that products comply with specified requirements, including laboratory reports showing compliance with specified tests and standards.

QUALITY ASSURANCE

A.
Single-Source Responsibility:  Provide ceiling panel units and grid components by a single manufacturer.

B.
Fire Performance Characteristics:  Identify ceiling components with appropriate markings of applicable testing and inspecting organization.

Surface Burning Characteristics:  As follows, tested per ASTM E 84 and complying with ASTM E 1264 for Class A products.

a.
Flame Spread:  25 or less

b.
Smoke Developed:  50 or less

C. Open cell ceilings may affect the planned fire sprinkler water distribution pattern, or possibly delay or accelerate the activation of the sprinkler or fire detection systems by channeling heat from a fire either toward or away from the device.  Designers and installers are advised to consult a fire protection engineer, NFPA 13, or their local codes for guidance where automatic fire detection and supression systems are present.

D. MetalWorks Open Cell Lock-In Systems have been engineered, tested and approved for seismic installations when used with C-channel and molding.
E. Coordination of Work:  Coordinate ceiling work with installers of related work including, but not limited to building insulation, gypsum board, light fixtures, mechanical systems, electrical systems, and sprinklers.

      1.6   DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Store the ceiling panels in a dry, interior location and keep in cartons prior to installation to avoid damage.

B. Exercise care in moving and opening cartons to prevent damage to the panels.
1.7     PROJECT CONDITIONS
A. Space Enclosure:
Building areas to receive ceilings shall be free of construction dust and debris. Metal panels and hot-dipped galvanized steel, aluminum or stainless steel suspension systems can be installed up to 120°F (49°C) and in spaces before the building is enclosed, where HVAC systems are cycled or not operating. Cannot be used in exterior applications where standing water is present or where moisture will come in direct contact with the ceiling.

WARRANTY

A.
Ceiling  System:  Submit a written warranty executed by the manufacturer, agreeing to repair or replace components that fail within the warranty period.  Failures include, but are not limited to:

1. Rusting and manufacturer’s defects.

B. 
Warranty Period:

1. Ceiling System:  One (1) year from date of substantial completion.

C.   The Warranty shall not deprive the Owner of other rights the Owner may have under other provisions of the Contract Documents and will be in addition to and run concurrent with other warranties made by the Contractor under the requirements of the Contract Documents.

A.
Extra Materials:  Deliver extra materials to Owner.  Furnish extra materials described below that match products installed.  Packaged with protective covering for storage and identified with appropriate labels.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

3.1
EXAMINATION

A. Do not proceed with installation until all wet work such as concrete, terrazzo, plastering and painting has been completed and thoroughly dried out.

3.2
PREPARATION

A.
Measure each ceiling area and establish layout of acoustical units to balance border widths at opposite edges of each ceiling.  Avoid use of less than half width units at borders, and comply with reflected ceiling plans.  Coordinate panel layout with mechanical and electrical fixtures.

3.3
INSTALLATION 
A.  Install system and panels in compliance with the authorities having jurisdiction, and in accordance with the manufacturer’s installation instructions:

1.   MetalWorks Open Cell installation Instructions, LA 295844
B. Install end or wall moldings at intersection of suspended ceiling and vertical surfaces.  

C. Follow the instructions found in “MetalWorks Open Cell  Installation Instructions”, LA 295844 for border treatment of the MetalWorks Open Cell panels.  
3.4
ADJUSTING AND CLEANING

A. Replace damaged and broken panels.

B. Clean exposed surfaces of ceilings panels, including trim, edge moldings, and suspension members.  Comply with manufacturer’s instructions for cleaning and touch up of minor finish damage.  Remove and replace work that cannot be successfully cleaned and repaired to permanently eliminate evidence of damage.
