Check the drum for any missed
pieces of laundry. Items
inadvertently left in the washer may
be damaged (e.g. shrink or discolor)
during the next wash cycle.

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Using the washer

Adding/removing laundry
during a wash program

m Press the "Pause" button briefly.

The washer interrupts the program and
unlocks the door.

m Open the drum door.

m Add or remove laundry.
m Close the door.

m Press the "Start" button.

The program continues automatically.

Note: Once the program has started
the washer can not make
adjustments of the load size.

The drum door cannot be opened if:

the water temperature is greater than
130°F (55°C).

the water level is too high.

the program has reached the "Final
Spin".

The Child Lock function is activated.

If you attempt to open the door while
the washer is in one of the above
statuses "Machine locked" will appear
in the display.

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Cleaning and care

ABefore cleaning or maintenance,
disconnect the power supply by
unplugging the unit or manually
"tripping" the circuit breaker.

ADO not hose the washer down.

Cleaning the exterior and
control panel

m Clean the exterior of the washer with
a mild solution of non-abrasive
detergent or soap and water, then
wipe dry with a soft cloth.

m Clean the drum with a stainless steel
cleaner specially formulated for use
on washing machines (available from
Miele).

ADO not use chemical solvents,
abrasive cleaners, glass or
all-purpose cleaners!

They will damage the surface.

Cleaning the drum

To ensure that your machine remains
clean and free of any soil build-up or
odors, the washer comes equipped
with a self-cleaning program for the
drum and water lines. It is suggested to
run this program approx. once a month.

The program is completed without
laundry in the drum.

m Load approx. Y2 cup of bleach into
the Bleach compartment.
Do not exceed the max. fill mark
(small triangle on the sides).

m Close the door.
m Press the "MasterCare" button.

m Use the display to select the "Clean
machine" program.

m Press the "Start" button.
Once the program is finished:

m Clean the dispenser drawer as
described on the following pages.

Cleaning the dispenser drawer

Regularly remove any detergent
residue.

m Pull the detergent drawer out until it
stops, press down the release catch,
and remove the drawer from the
washer.

m Remove the bleach compartment to
clean it.

m Remove the lid from the bleach
container and clean both parts
thoroughly in warm water.

m Re-attach the lid.

m Clean the "Heavy Soil" and "Main
Wash" compartments with warm
water.

m Put the bleach container back in the
'Main Wash" compartment.
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Cleaning and care

Cleaning the siphon and softener Cleaning the detergent drawer niche
channel

m Use a bottle brush to remove any
detergent residue and lime deposits
from the jets inside the detergent
drawer.

1. Pull the siphon out of the "Softener"
compartment, and rinse under warm
running water. Clean the siphon tube
the same way.

2. Put the siphon back in place m Slide the drawer back into place.

m Clean the fabric softener channel with
warm water and a brush.

Clean the siphon tube and fabric
softener channel more often if you
frequently use liquid starch. Liquid
starch tends to build up.



Cleaning and care

Cleaning the water inlet filters

The washer has two water inlet filters to
protect each inlet valve. These filters
should be checked and cleaned if
necessary every 6 months. This may
need to be done more frequently with
some water supplies.

m Turn off the water supply.

m Unscrew the inlet hose from the valve
by turning the connector counter-
clockwise using a wrench if
necessary.

m Remove the rubber seal, 1, from the
connector.

m Using needle nose pliers, grasp the
plastic filter, 2, and pull it out of the
hose connector.

m Clean the filter under running water
and carefully remove any large
particles.

m Replace the filter and seal then
reconnect the hose.

m Slowly turn on the valve and check
for leaks. If water leaks, tighten the
bolt.

Both filters must be put back in
place after cleaning.

— The laundry was
soiled with grease,
e.g. oils, lotions, etc.

Add more detergent to
laundry with grease stains or
use a liquid detergent.

Run the "Sanitize" program
without laundry using liquid
detergent to clean the
washer before using it for
laundry again.

There is white
detergent residue
on dark laundry.

The detergent has not
completely dissolved
because of hard water.
These residues are
difficult to remove.

After drying, remove white
residues with a clothes
brush.

In the future add a water
softener to the detergent.

m Open the detergent dispenser
drawer and remove the tool.

m Place a container under the drain
tube.

m Open the drain filter until water runs
out, but do not take it out completely.

m If the container becomes too full,
interrupt the water flow by tightening
the drain filter.

m Discard the water and continue.

Once the flow of water stops:

/\If the drain filter is not securely
tightened water will leak out when
the machine is used.

Opening the drum door

AMake sure the machine is turned
off and the drum has stopped
turning. A moving drum is
dangerous.

m Remove the drain filter.

m Clean out any foreign objects or lint
from the filter.

m Pull out the detergent drawer.

m Insert a screw driver into the slot of
the emergency opener and pull
upwards. The door will now open.

m Check that the drain pump impeller
(in the back of the chamber) rotates
freely by spinning it with your hand.

m Return the drain filter and tighten it
into place.

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Installation

Installation site

For best performance front loading
washers should be installed on the
ground floor or basement of the
building.

A concrete or reinforced floor is the
most suitable surface for the washer.
These floors are less prone to vibration
during the spin cycle.

If the installation must be on a wooden
joist floor:

— the corner of a room where the
stability of the floor is at its greatest is
the best place to install the washer.

— the machine must be leveled and
securely positioned.

— to avoid vibration while spinning, the
machine should not be installed on
soft floor coverings.

m Install the uniton a 1 '/," (32 mm)
thick, 28" x 31" (71x78 cm) wide
plywood base. Ideally the base
should be large enough to span
several joists and should be
anchored to the joists and not just the
floor boards.

Alf the machine is installed on a
raised platform it must be secured
with retaining clips available from
your dealer or Miele.

If installed on a masonry or concrete
base, the base should have a 72"
(13 mm) to %" (19 mm) high rim.
This must be done to prevent the
washer from vibrating off the stand
during the spin cycle.
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AThe washer must not be built
under a countertop.

Installation

m Use the front washer feet and the
rear excess end to transport the
washer from its shipping pallet to the
installation site.

Do not lift the washer by the drum
door!

AEnsure that the machine’s feet
and the floor are dry to prevent
slippage during the spin cycle.

Removing the shipping struts

m Withdraw the two struts together with
the support plate.

m Turn the left shipping strut

nterclockwise 90°.
counte —

m Cover the two holes with the provided
plugs.

m Turn the right shipping strut

counterclockwise 90°. /N\ Movement of the washer without

the shipping struts in place should
be kept to a minimum. The struts
must be reinstalled before the
machine is moved. The shipping
struts should be stored in a safe
place for future use.

m Reinstall the struts by reversing the
above procedure.
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Installation

Leveling the washer

To ensure smooth operation the washer
must be level.

Failure to level the machine can result
in increased water and energy
consumption, loud noises during the
spin cycle or "walking" across the floor
during use.

Adjust the four leveling feet

The washer is leveled by adjusting the
four feet. The machine is delivered with
all four feet completely screwed in.

m Tip the machine slightly and place a
support, such as a block of wood,
underneath it.

/N CAUTION: The washer is
extremely heavy. When tipping the
machine be careful that it does not

slip.
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m Loosen the locking ring, 2, with the
supplied wrench.

m Unscrew each of the four feet as
much as necessary by turning both
the foot, 1, and locking ring, 2, to the
left.

m Remove the support and stand the
machine on its feet.

m Check that the machine stands level.

m Repeat the above procedure until the
machine stands level.

m Once level, hold the foot, 1, immobile
with a wrench. At the same time, turn
the locking ring, 2, to the right using
another wrench.

AAII four locking rings must be
tight against the bottom of the
machine. In addition, check to see
that the feet were not inadvertently
unscrewed while tightening the
rings. Operating a machine that is
not level or whose feet are not tight
may cause damage to both the
machine and its surroundings.



Plumbing

The washing machine can be
connected to a portable water supply.
A non-return valve is not needed unless
required by building code.

The washing machine has 2" (13 mm)
pressure hoses with %/," (19 mm) female
hose thread connections. If there is no
water hookup, contact a plumber to
install a connection. Make sure that the
sealing ring is seated properly on the
hose connector.

Replace the hose only with a genuine
Miele hose, or with a hose able to
withstand up to 145 psi (10 bar)
pressure. The water valve connector
must also be able to withstand 145 psi
(10 bar).

AThe bolted connection is under
water pressure. Open the water
supply slowly to check for leaks.
Adjust the rubber seal and the
bolted connection if necessary.

To protect the inlet valve, the two
filters (one at the pressure hose /
valve connection and one at the inlet
connection to the solenoid valve)
must not be removed.

Hose extension (optional accessory)

Hose extensions with a length of
82741013 1 %" (25104 m)are
available from Miele.
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Plumbing

Water connection

m Connect the cold water intake hose
(blue mark) to the cold water valve
and the hot water intake hose (red
mark) to the hot water valve.

If the machine is being connected only
to a cold water supply, both the hot and
cold water intake hoses must be
attached to the cold water valve
through the use of a Y adapter
(available at a hardware store). Both
hoses must be connected to a water
source or the machine will not function

properly.

Do not connect the washer to hot
water only.

m Turn on the valve(s) and check for
leaks. The water pressure must be
within 15 -145 psi (1 -10 bar). If the
water pressure is greater that 145 psi
(10 bar) a pressure reducer must be
installed. If the water pressure is
below 15 psi (1 bar) there will not be
enough water available for a
complete fill.

The water intake hoses are equipped
with screen filters. Do not remove these
filters except for cleaning.
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Tips for a hot water connection

The hot water temperature from the hot
water valve must not exceed 140°F
(60°C); the ideal temperature is 130°F
(65°C).

If there is no water pressure at the hot
water inlet, the unit will automatically
switch to cold water after several
minutes.



Plumbing

Drainage

The 5 ft (1.5 m) drain hose may be
connected as follows:

1. Directly into a sink: hook the hose
over the edge of the sink and secure
it firmly (e.g. by tying the hose to the
water faucet).

2. To a stand pipe: place the drain hose
into a 1 %" (4 cm) stand pipe and
secure it firmly.

3. To a floor drain: The machine is
equipped with an air gap /
anti-siphoning system so that no
minimum drain height is required.

m The machine drains using a pump
with a maximum delivery height of 4 ft
(1.2m).

m Make sure there are no kinks in the
drain hose.

If necessary, the drain hose may be
extended to run a maximum of 16 ft
(4.9 m), as long as the 4 ft (1.2 m)
height is not exceeded. Hose
extensions are available from Miele.
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Electrical connection

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

This appliance must be grounded.
In the event of a malfunction or
breakdown, grounding will reduce
the risk of electric shock by
providing a path of least resistance
for electric current. This appliance is
equipped with a cord having an
equipment-grounding conductor
and a grounding plug. The plug
must be plugged into an appropriate
outlet that is properly installed and
grounded in accordance with all
local codes and ordinances.
