1. (figure 1) Take one socket frame and slide a hex nut, lock
washer, and shade frame down onto the cord so that they
hang loosely on top of each other. Repeat this process for all
four bulb frames.

2. (figure 2) Pass each of the cords of the socket frames up
through a corner hole of the chandelier frame.

3.  (figure 3) Use the hex nut from below to secure the shade
frame to the chandelier assembly.
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4.  (figure 4) Install the 4 cord grips into the outer holes of the Lock washer ——> <:»i
ceiling canopy. Secure the cord grips on top with the 4 hex Hex nut ——> |
nuts. Screw the finial onto the bottom of the nipple. Slide the
nipple up through the center of the ceiling canopy and screw it

into the center hole of the bracket bar.

5.  (figure 5) Insert the cords of each of the 4 socket frames
through the cord grips. Adjust the cord to the desired length
and then use a small screwdriver to tighten the set screws in
the side of the cord grips to secure the cords. MAKE SURE
THE CORD DOES NOT SLIP THROUGH THE CORD GRIP
AFTER THE SET SCREW HAS BEEN TIGHTENED DOWN.

6. (figure 6) To attach a shade to the shade frame, slide the four
flaps of the shade up through inside of the shade frame. Drape
the four flaps over the top of the shade frame. Repeat this
process for each of the shade frames.
