Assembly:

1. Remove the straight pins from the shade and then the shade
from the cardboard.

2. (figure 1) Attach harp assembly by squeezing the prongs into
the harp sleeves below the socket.

3. (figure 2) Place the bottom ring over the lamp stem and let it
rest around the base (2.1). Open the shade and drop it over
the lamp so that the lamp stem passes through the center of
the shade (2.2).

4. (figure 3) Secure the top ring to the harp with the brass ball
finial. The ring should be attached so that the radial arms sit
above of the outer ring (figure 4).

5. (figure 5) Now slip one of the triangular flaps of the shade
over the top ring – from inside to outside (5.1). Use the install
clips to hold the shade in place (5.2).

6. (figure 6) Bring the bottom ring up and around the lower part
of the shade (6.1) and slip the lower flap around it, again from
the inside to outside (6.2).

7. (figure 7) Line up the black dots on the top and bottom flaps
with the body of the shade and push the button fastener
through the fabric at the dot. Then push the plastic pin
backing onto the pin point inside the shade to secure the
shade. Repeat this procedure for each of the flaps.

8. Remove the installation clips. Install bulb, turn on & enjoy.
