Step 2:	 Remove the wireway by removing (2) screws with 1/4” nut driver.

Step 3:	 Locate the driver/ballast supply wires and knock out the appropriate K.O. for power entry. Power entry hole must be located directly in-line 
with supply leads from the wall

Step 4:	 Mount the fixture to the wall with appropriate fasteners for the wall surface, using the keyholes as indicated by the illustration and chart 
shown below:
