1/4-20 Bolt

GAT Fastener — FBO See specification sheet for dimensions.

1 Each Williams wrap around fixture has a center 2" K.0. and 7/8" K.0.'s

2 Attach (2) GAT fasteners to the T-bar grid, ensuring they are attached to the “main-T". If the “main-T" is not accessible, make certain the
GAT fastener is attached to a rigid member above the ceiling

3 Depending on the placement of the fixture, it may be necessary to drill holes in the back-side of the fixture to match up to the GAT fasteners

4  Once the GAT fasteners are lined up with the holes or KO's in the fixture, lift the fixture to the ceiling above. The 1/4-20 bolts of the fastener should be sticking
through the holes or KO's. Tighten the nuts to the bolts

5  Power can be supplied to the fixture using a 7/8" K.0. on the fixture's back — and bringing a piece of “flex” and connector into the fixture — simply plug the
connector through the 7/8" K.O. and make electrical connections in the fixture. The 2" center K.O., if supplied, can be used when an outlet box is directly above
the fixture K.0.

SHEET ROCK CEILING INSTALLATION:
1 Carefully unpack the lighting fixture and inspect for damage.

2 locate the ballast/driver inside the fixture.
A. some fixtures may require additional disassembly to locate the ballast/driver.
B. fixture may have multiple devices (i/e: emergency battery packs) that require additional wiring that must be supplied to the fixture.

3 Surface mount fixtures typically mount directly over a recessed junction box (furnished by others). Once the ballast/driver is located, remove the appropriate
knock out to bring incoming power into the fixture.

4  Onmost surface mount fixtures, there are additional knockout locations provided in each corner of the fixture. You can use these locations to adequately support
the fixture. The additional fasteners,bolts, etc. required to support the fixture will be provided by others.

5  Mount the fixture to the ceiling structure, with incoming power pulled into the ballast/driver compartment. Once the fixture is adequately secured to the ceiling,
connect incoming power to the ballast/driver leads and replace the wire-way cover. Reassemble fixture if multiple parts are provided.

6  Wipe off any finger prints and insert the correct lamp (if required) and close the fixture/replace the outer lens.
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
