"C" channel and ceiling (not included) is required for ceiling hung partition installation.

This view is an example only. Refer to your submittal drawings to determine placement of the anchors on the pilaster centerline for
your application. Typical anchor centers are measured 1" (25mm) in from each edge of the pilaster (except 3" pilasters where only one

anchor is used).
