Proceed with installation once conditions meet manufacturer's requirements.
INSTALLATION
General:  Comply with manufacturer's written installation instructions. Install unit rigid, straight, level, and plumb. Secure units in position with manufacturer's recommended anchoring devices.
Install toilet partitions and screens in spaces with operating, temperature controlled HVAC systems.  Shield partitions and screens from direct sunlight.
ADJUSTING
Hardware Adjustment:  Adjust and lubricate hardware according to hardware manufacturer's written instructions for proper operation.  Set hinges on doors [and doors in privacy screens] to return doors to fully closed position.
FINAL CLEANING
Remove packaging and construction debris and legally dispose of off-site.
Clean partition and screen surfaces with materials and cleansers in accordance with manufacturer's recommendations.
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
