Securing Connections and Cables 

2. Position splitters to allow cables to route 
under top freely and install (2) #6 x 5/8” 
mounting screws to secure, do not over 
tighten as could damage splitter.  

3. Install cable mounting clips along cables 
spacing no more than 18” apart with       
#6 x 5/8” mounting screws to secure unit 
and jumper cables.
