Outside Corners:  Slide a permanent splice plate into each side of the preformed outside corner. Attach one side of the outside corner to a trim segment. Connect a trim segment to the other side of the corner and secure with appropriate splice plate.
Inside Corners:  Follow manufacturer's instructions for installation of preformed and welded corners or for field-assembled corners from separate premitered pieces.

Partition Wall Termination:  Use a single splice plate bent in half at 90-degrees. Mount one flange of the plate to the curtain pocket and mount the other to the partition wall above the ceiling grid wall molding.
Install extension plates in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.
Connection to Suspension Grid:  Use clips recommended by manufacturer.
