NOTE: BACK-TO-BACK INSTALLATION

Depending upon your plumbing and venting conditions, the flow from
the FloWise in a back-to-back installation may create a vacuum on the
system and draw water from the opposing bowl. The National
Standards Plumbing Code prohibits the use of a cross fitting for
drainage as throw over is possible. The code does approve a
directional "Y" style fitting with proper venting to direct the water
downward and away from the other toilet.

IF FILL VALVE WON'T TURN ON OR SHUT OFF or REFILL OF TANK WATER IS SLOW after valve has been in use for some time, Fluidmaster

Model 242 Replacement Seal may be needed.

PROBLEM

POSSIBLE CAUSE

CORRECTIVE ACTION

Does not flush

a. Water supply valve closed.

. Open valve and allow water to fill tank.

b. Supply line blocked.

. Shut off water supply, disconnect supply line and inspect all

gaskets and washers. Reassemble. Also, see Fluidmaster
maintenance. (see Step 14)

c. Flush valve chain too loose or disconnected.

. Readjust chain length as required.

d. Sand or debris lodged in water control.

._Shut off water supply. Remove cap and clean as per Step 14.

Poor or sluggish flush

a. Bowl water level too low.

. Check that refill tube is connected to water control and

inserted into tank overflow without being kinked or damaged.
(see Step 13a)

b. Supply valve partly closed.

. Open supply valve fully. Be sure that proper supply tube size

is used.

c. Partially clogged trapway and/or drain pipe and/or vent.

. Remove obstruction. Consult a plumber if necessary.

d. Supply pressure too low.

. Normal supply pressure must be at least 20 psi.

e. Flush valve chain too tight, pull rod not engaging.

. Readjust chain length as needed. Review Step 10.
