Such a
GFCI should be provided by the installer and should be tested on a routine basis. To test the GFCI, push the test button. The
GFCI should interrupt power. Push the reset button. Power should be restored. If the GFCI fails to operate in this manner, the
GFCl is defective. If the GFCI interrupts power to the bathtub without the test button being pushed, a ground current is flowing,
indicating the possibility of an electric shock. Do not use this air bath. Disconnect the air bath and have the problem corrected by a
licensed electrician before using.

Unlike some manufacturers, we don’t just provide bubbles around the perimeter
of the tub. We placed our bubble jets throughout the entire bottom of the tub so
you’re not only surrounded, you’re entirely immersed in the bubble experience.
We then developed a loop-back air system that balances the air pressure for
smooth and even performance throughout the bath.

Designed to make sure nothing comes between you and the relaxation you
crave, we’'ve made every effort to eliminate all distractions. For starters, we
use air blowers that are whisper quiet. All you'll hear is the insistent bursting of
thousands of tiny bubbles. We also incorporated a built-in air heater that warms
each and every bubble. No matter how long you enjoy your air massage, the
water will always stay warm and comforting.

Our goal is to deliver the cleanest, most hygienic air bath system on the market.
So we started with a state-of-the-art, self-cleaning system and enhanced it with
EverClean. The EverClean antimicrobial system incorporates AlphaSan®, a

patented antimicrobial agent manufactured right into the air lines, which suppresses the growth of unsightly algae,
fungus, mold and mildew. EverClean helps keep your air system clean and fresh.

When not being used for bathing, all of our air jets are self-draining
through the included bath drain. This eliminates standing water
in the air lines that can lead to mold and mildew growth. It also
avoids the need for check-valves that can fail over time, resulting |
in clogged jets or water-filled air lines.

AUTOMATIC PURGE

Finally, to make sure the system is sparkling clean between uses,

the blower will turn-on automatically after each use to purge the
lines of any remaining water.

ULTIMATE CONTROL

We know that some days it takes more work than others to achieve that peaceful calm. That's why our air blowers
have four speeds ranging from gentle to invigorating. Simply select the appropriate button on our electronic backlit
control panel. And if you can’t decide which one to use, just choose the wave function for a continuous cycle that

* Clean after use with a mild liquid household detergent cleaner.

Do not use: Lestoil® Cleaner; Lysol® Disinfectant (spray or concentrate); or Lysol® Basin, Tub and Tile
Cleaner; Windex® Cleaner; Mr. Clean® Cleaner; Dow® Disinfectant Bathroom Cleaner*; or other
cleaning products in aerosol cans.

HARSH CHEMICALS, SHARP AND ABRASIVE OBJECTS SHOULD NEVER BE USED ON ACRYLIC
SURFACES:

* Do not use wire brushes, knives or sharp objects to remove stains or other surface blemishes.

» Use of abrasive cleaners or powders will dull the surface. If the glossy surface looses its sheen, dulled
areas can be partially restored by rubbing with a white automotive body polishing compound and waxing
with a liquid wax.

Do not wax surfaces where you walk or stand.
