Unpack the storage case and any
accessories and inspect for
damage.

HANDLE INSTALLATION

Handles come installed
backwards. Remove handles and
reinstall properly.

Securely hand tighten.

STORAGE CASE INSTALLATION

Determine whether to have the
storage case door open from the
right or left. The storage case
may be flipped to allow the door
to open from either direction.

If mounting the storage case to
the wall, continue to step 4.

If installing to a free-standing
base unit, skip to step 6.

If installing to a wall-mount base
unit, skip to step 9.

Determine the desired location 3-1/8" | |
of the storage cases.

Measure down 3-1/8” from
where the top edge of the
storage case will be located and
2-1/4" in from where the left
edge will be located. Make a
mark at this point.

While holding the cleat with the
largest side facing away from the
wall align the left hole in the
cleat with the mark on the wall.

Storage Case

Make sure cleat is level and
predrill holes into the wall to
align with the holes in the cleat.
Use a drill of adequate diameter
to accommodate fasteners (not
provided).

Secure cleat to wall with
appropriate fasteners/inserts
(not provided).

Position the storage case on the
wall so the top cleat that is
pre-installed on the back of the
cabinet rests on the cleat on the :I
wall. Make sure that the storage

A The higher units are
stacked, the more unstable
the assembly becomes.

A\ 1f units are utilized in a
manner where most of the
weight is placed in the
upper part of the cabinet
the units may become
unstable.

A\ If units are stacked above
60” high the assembly
becomes very unstable.

Drill holes 1/4” into
the top unit

Bottom Unit

NOTE: When stacking units on
wall-mount bases, make sure to
secure each cabinet to the wall.

NOTE: Only the case drawers
may be stacked with the storage
cases or other case drawers. The
case drawers have two equal
sized drawer compartments.

Stack the two units on top of one
another. Make sure units are
square to each other.

Measure in from the front edge
of the top unit approximately 1”
and approximately 1” from
either side. Mark each location.

Drill a hole at each mark
through the top of the bottom
unit and approximately 1/4” into
the bottom of the top unit. Do
not drill completely through the
bottom of the top unit. Make
sure to use a drill of adequate
diameter to accommodate
fasteners (not provided).

Secure with fasteners (not
provided).
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INSTALLING STORAGE CASES
SIDE-TO-SIDE

NOTE: Make sure to drill each

cabinet separately. Do not try to
drill through both storage cases
at once.

NOTE: Make sure to drill
through the same sets of
partially drilled holes in each
storage case so they will line up
properly.

Decide which sides of each
cabinet will be connected to the
other. Drill through the top and
bottom sets of holes on the
inside of both storage cases from
inside toward the outside. Make
sure to only drill through the
side that will be facing the other
storage case.

Connect the two storage cases
with four 5 mm tapped sleeve
connectors (not provided)
through the drilled holes.

Apply an ample amount of

silicone sealant or construction

adhesive to the center of the top Silicone Sealant or

of the storage case. Construction Adhesive

Place top on storage case making
sure the back and side edges of

the top are flush with the
storage case.
